
 

For more than 15 years, the Georgia Breast Cancer Coalition Fund (GBCCF) has fought for a 
cure to breast cancer both in Georgia and nationwide.  It is clear now more than ever, that 
advocacy for patient rights and funding to support breast cancer research is critical. 

“Our advocacy work is instrumental in finding a cure for this devastating disease,” said Ruth 
Eldredge, GBCCF Co-Founder and Board President. 

Throughout its storied history, GBCCF has facilitated over 20 advocacy workshops, educating 
and empowering more than 1,500 grassroots advocates to action.  Accomplishments include 
ensuring matching funds were appropriated to support the Georgia Women’s Health Medicaid 
program; playing a key role in the passing of the Georgia Tax Check-Off Bill, which funds breast, 
ovarian and prostate cancer research; and working in partnership with other advocates toward 
the enactment of a Georgia breast cancer license plate. 

Each year, GBCCF also hosts its annual Legislative Breakfast and Lobby Day, a platform from 
which GBCCF legislative priorities can be announced to the Georgia General Assembly.  This 
unique event brings together legislators, survivors and citizen advocates for one common 
cause—to inspire them to action.  At the conclusion of the breakfast, survivors and advocates 
band together, reaching out to legislators asking them to support key legislation that will make a 
difference for women, their families, our communities. 

“Our advocates have responded to critical legislative and public policy issues both at the state 
and national level from our very inception.  We are proud of the voice we have given breast 
cancer through our efforts,” Eldredge said. �  
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
